One organisation that is trying to make a difference is the Centre for Community Solidarity, Uganda. This year the
Christian World Service Christmas Appeal focuses on this new partner as it tries to make a difference to the lives of
72,000 people in the Oruchinga Valley in Uganda. The Appeal also seeks to support research looking at the effect of
coups on young people in Fiji, and hopes to provide funding to help rebuild damaged medical centres in Gaza.

Christ urges us to be generous with our abundance in the face of poverty and to help the afflicted. Please remember
these words and open your hearts and give generously to this Appeal.
