
On March 11, a 9.0-magnitude earthquake struck the north eastern coast of Japan causing widespread damage to infrastructure and human life.  A massive tsunami washed away several coastal cities. Damage to nuclear reactors has added a radiation danger for many.  The Japanese government describes the destruction as the "worst since World War II."

The reported number of deaths and missing stands at 11,521 people with thousands more unaccounted for.  More than 460,000 people are now staying in evacuation sites, where the number of new arrivals exceeds the capacity of space, food, water and toilets.

ACT Alliance members and Japanese churches are providing support for basic needs such as food, water, sanitation, electricity and fuel. They are targeting vulnerable groups including the elderly, single mothers, and foreign migrant workers. Donations can be made through CWS.
